CRDINANCE FO, 661

Al ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE ANNEXATION OF CERTAIN TERRITORY; DISPENSING
WITH A CITY ELECTION ON THE QUESTION; FIXING A DAY FOR FUBLIC HEARING; AND
DIRECTING THAT HOTICE BE PUBLISHED AND POSTED.

WHEREAS, there has been submitted to the City of Prineville a proposal for
amnexation and consent thereto by all the owners of real property in the territory
described below; and,

WHEREAS, the City Charter does not expressly prohibit the City from dispensing
with submitting the question of asnmnexation to the registered voters of the City;

NOW THEREFORE, The People of the City of Prineville ordains as follows:

Section 1. Annexation Area. It appears %o be in the best interest of the
City of Prineville that the following described contiguous territory be annexed:

Begimming at the Southeast corner of South Prineville Addition, Prineville
Oregon, thence west 794.36 feet along the south line of South Prineville
Addition to the east line of Riverside Addition; thence south 387,00 feet
along said East line to the center of Crooked River: thence east 50 feet
along said centerline; thence North 58 feet; thence east 744.36 feet to
the west boundary of South HMain Street; thence north 329 feet along said
West boundary to the point of beginning containing 6.07 acres and subject
to all existing rights of way and easemenis,

Section 2. Annexation without Election. The City Council does hereby elect
to dispense with submitting the question of annexation to an election by the
registered voters of the City as authorized by ORS 222,120,

Section 3. Public Hearing. That a public hearing on the question of amnex-
ation shall be held at the City Hall of Prineville on January 12, 1971, at 8 P.M,
otclock at which time the registered voters of the City may appear and be heard
on the question of annexation.

Section 4, Hotice of hearing. The City Recorder shall give notice of the
hearing by publication once each week for two successive weeks prior to the day
of sald hearing in the Central Oregonian, a newspaper of general cireulation within
the City the City Recorder shall further cause notice of this hearing to be posted
in four public places within the City for a like period of time,

Section 5, Inasmuch as it is necessary for the health, safety and welfare of
the City of Prineville that this ordinance go into effect immediately after its
passage, an emergency is hereby declared to exist and this ordinance shall be in
full foree and effect from and after its passage by the {ity Council and approval
by the Mayor.,
