A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CITY MANAGER/

WHEREAS, in February 2001 by Ordinance 1090, the City of Prineville obtained a
sewer system and two water line easements over property owned by Daryl Owens. Said
casements are described in Deed MF 161361 recorded in the Records of the County of
Crook on March 28", 2001.

AND WHEREAS, 1n July 2001 the City undertook and completed a project for
construction of a sewer main across the easement as obtained.

The City
further has determined alternative routes for extensions of water main facilities in the
area.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Prineville
that the Mayor and City Recorder are hereby authornized to execute a Quit Claim Deed
substantially m accordance with the attached, to relinquish all nghts and responsibilities
relative to the water easements,

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that upon acceptance and recording of the Quit
Claim Deed by Daryl Owens, the City shall have no further rights or responsibilities for
the water easements.
