
RESOLUTION NO. 633 

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING WAGE RELATED AND NECESSARY 
EXPENSE PAYMENTS TO BE MADE IF THE PRINEVILLE CITY COUNCIL 
HAS NO QUORUM AFTER THE AUGUST 19, 1985 RECALL ELECTION. 

WHEREAS, an upcoming recall election could leave the City 
of Prineville without a quorum of the City Council until 
November 1985, 

WHEREAS, certain expenditures are required by law to be 
be paid between this date and November 1985 

NOW THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED THAT: 

1. The Common Council of the City of Prineville authorizes 
and directs the Mayor and/or Chairman of the Finance Committee to 
sign checks on the City's account to pay wages, salaries, Federal 
withholding, state withholding, PERS, Blue Cross, Social Security, 
workers compensation insurance, life insurance, sickness and accident 
insurance, credit unions, deferred compensation program, union and 
association deductions, state unemployment insurance, and other 
items directly related to payroll expenses, postage fees, utility 
bills, expenses for prisoner meals, water and sewer tests, emergency 
fire and ambulance expenses and other necessary expenses as determined 
by department heads. 

2. These checks will be signed and delivered by the Assistant 
City Recorder when the payments come due. 

3. These checks will not be used if there is 
City Council at the time any payments become due. 
be destroyed upon the first meeting of the Council
